LLE ROSE HANBUR
NABONNAND —

[ Vivai Nabonnand di Golfe Juan, in Costa azzurra, sono stati importanti fornitori di rose per
Thomas Hanbury. L'Archivio Hanbury documenta numerosi acquisti di rose, per la maggior
parte selezionate da Gilbert Nabonnand ma anche da altri ibridatori.

Gilbert Nabonnand nella seconda meta del 19° secolo contribui a diffondere in Costa Azzurra
piante esotiche di diversa origine geografica, allora sconosciute, ma fu anche un grande
ibridatore di rose: cred e mise in commercio circa 300 varieta, di grande vigore e adatte al clima
mediterraneo. Si tratta di rose tee, ottenute incrociando una Rosa x odorata con rose Noisette o
Borboniane, caratterizzate da grandi fioriture e rifiorenza, fiori di colore dal giallo chiaro a rosso
ciliegia, profumo tipico di te.

Famosa e importante per la storia della floricoltura ¢ stata la Tea 'Général Schablikine'; sulla
pergola si possono osservare alcune piante di R. 'Noella Nabonnand', una tea sarmentosa con
fioritura molto prolungata e profumata.

Trale wvarieta create da questo ibridatore sono in giardino : 'Archiduc Joseph', 'Papa Gontier',

'M.lle Franziska Kriiger','Mrs Reynolds Hole', 'Général Gallieni', 'Rosette Delizy'.

Nabonnand of Golfe Juan were important rose suppliers to Thomas Hanbury. In the Hanbury
Archives are recorded numerous purchases, most of them bred by Gilbert Nabonnand, but some
also by other breeders.

In the second half of the 19th century Gilbert Nabonnand introduced and helped to popularize a
large number of new exotic plants all along the Cote d'Azur. He was also a great breeder of roses:
he created and put on the market about 300 varieties of roses, chosen for their strenght and
suitability in the Mediterranean climate. These were Tea roses, originating from crossings of
Rosa x odorata with Noisette or Bourbon roses, characterized by large blooms, re-flowering,
flower colours from pale yellow to cherry red, and by their characteristic scent of tea.

Famous and important in the history of floriculture was the Tea rose 'Général Schablikine'; on
the pergola one can observe some R. 'Noella Nabonnand', a climbing Tea rose with almost
continuous blooming and fragrant flowers.

A plan of reintroduction of many varieties created by this breeder is under way: 'Archiduc
Joseph', 'Papa Gontier', 'M.lle Franziska Kruger', 'Mrs Reynolds Hole', 'Général Galliéni', are

some of these.
